ian, the Reun-

Sunday morn-
ing speaker, says, “God has
saved this child again.”

From a terrorist bombing
at the King David Hotel in
Jerusalem, where he worked
as a young adult, to by-pass
heart surgery and cancer,
the energetic 75-year-old
has survived it all—and done it all—as
a globetrotter for God. And, he’s not
done yet.

Ovikian, an Armenian, was born,
grew up and was educated in Jerusa-
lem. All of his ancestors who lived in
Turkey, except his mother, were
among the more than one-and-a-half
million persons killed in the Armenian
massacre.

He was raised Roman Catholic and,
as a youth, was an active member of
the Jerusalem YMCA. He is an evan-
gelical Christian who speaks nine lan-
guages. That linguistic proficiency
landed him a job with the Billy Gra-
ham Evangelical Association, where he
was employed for more than 40 years.
He was director of Billy Graham’s
Latin American ministries in Buenos
Aires, Argentina, from 1967 until 1974

when he came to Gra-
ham’s Minneapolis head-
quarters. There, he
staffed schools of evan-
gelism and marketed
Worldwide Picture films
to thousands of churches
and theaters.

In retirement, Ovikian
serves as promotion,

mel Ministries family camp in Alexan-
dria, Minnesota. He regularly leads tour
groups to Israel, Jordan, Greece, Italy,
Egypt and Turkey.

He is married and has five grown
children and three grandchildren.
Ovikian works out two-and-a-half
hours every morning at the Minneapo-
lis YMCA'’s Southdale Branch. ¥

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FROM THE PRESIDENT
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PHIL WORTMAN
This month’s president’s message is written
by NAFYR Vice President (East) Phil Wort-
man.

Membership! That’s the core of our exis-
tence as an organization. That’s why the
Willis Chapter made the proposal to use
$10,000 of the surplus from the NAFYR
Reunion 2003 to initiate a membership mar-
keting plan.

The initial plan called for the employment
of an administrator to work 10-15 hours a
week to mail the president’s initial letters
and brochures and to follow up with a tele-
phone contact with each new retiree, provid-
ing them with information on NAFYR, in-
cluding chapter activities.

The expected outcomes included address-
ing the old peoples image, increased organ-
izational awareness, membership increase
and concerns/reasons for not joining.

The mailing of the president’s letter took a
significant burden off the president. How-
ever, during the first eight months of 2004,
the phone call effort had very little positive
results, as only 45 contacts were made from
247 calls. People just were not home.

Due to the relatively small number of suc-
cessful telephone contacts, the program was
revised to make only one call attempt rather
than the previous plan of three attempts.
Instead, a four-part progressive mailing plan
was initiated with separate pieces designed
for each mailing. The first was a “sorry we
missed you” card followed by three addi-
tional promotional mailings at two-month
intervals.

Through January of 2005 there have been
509 president’s letters mailed, 296 success-
ful telephone contacts, 203 cards mailed,
143 first promotional materials mailed and
99 second promotional mailings.

The revised plan seems to be producing
better results; however, membership contin-
ues to be a critical issue. Have you sent your
contribution for this year?

First of a Series

WHAT MANNER OF MAN

By Tom Hargrave, Jr., Silver Spring, Maryland
This is an excerpt of an address given by Tom Hargrave, president emeritus of the YMCA
of Metropolitan Washington, D.C., at the New York Avenue Presbyterian in September
2004 and this past January at the Asbury Methodist Village in Gaithersburg, Maryland.

n 1955 my family and I saw the first televi-

sion images of the momentous events taking

place in Montgomery, Alabama. We were

inspired by the words of a young minister
telling the people not to get weary, but to keep on
walking for freedom. I wondered what manner of
man is this?

In June 1956, I accepted a position on the South-

ern Region staff ‘ &

The first invitation I received was from the Student YMCA at segregated Ala-
bama State College in Montgomery. Riding through the city, I witnessed the
empty buses and black people walking to their jobs. Ahead of us, police stopped a
car that had picked up several elderly women. The students told me the driver
would be given a heavy fine for his act of kindness. That evening, the students
took me to the Dexter Avenue Baptist Church, where Dr. King was listed as the
last speaker. He rose and spoke quietly to the hushed congregation. “I know you
get weary, children,” he said. Loud applause erupted. “We’re gonna keep on
walking because freedom is not given, it is won by a struggle.”

Following the service, the students introduced me to Dr. King. He asked me for
my assessment of how the boycott, as shown on television, was being viewed. |
told him people were inspired by it. He invited us to come to his home for further
discussion. On our arrival at 10:20 p.m., the house was lit up with floodlights. The
students reminded me the Klan had attempted to bomb the house the previous
week. Black men, armed only with Bibles, stood outside. I must confess I was
nervous as we entered the crowded living room. As Dr. King sat on the floor
among us, he began speaking of the power of non-violence. My fears began to
subside as I sensed a Presence in that room I had never experienced before.

In 1960 I moved to Jacksonville, Florida, to develop a YMCA branch to serve
the black community. I joined the NAACP, and the chapter began negotiating to
end segregation throughout the city. When negotiations failed, volunteers began
peacefully picketing stores. On a July day, police stood by as Klansmen unloaded
ax handles in Hyman Park, located in the business district. The Klansmen at-
tacked the pickets and left several injured. As word of the incident spread, mili-
tant young black men stormed into the center of town to confront the Klan. The
NAACP had trained its volunteers for direct action but had not anticipated the
reaction of the youth who challenged the Klan. Three days later, several persons
were dead and businesses were disrupted and damaged.

In 1964 I became assistant general secretary of the YMCA in Pasadena, Califor-
nia. With my wife and four children we decided to drive to California, testing the
new public accommodation laws. We stopped at a motel near Mobile, Alabama.

Bracing myself, I registered and was pleasantly surprised to be given keys to a

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Cost of tsunami high in SE Asia

Months after the December 26 tsunami in
the Indian Ocean, recovery work is still under
way. In Sri Lanka, one of the hardest hit cou-
tries, one million persons lost their homes,
and 38,000 lost their lives.

In a memorandum to local YMCAs Ken
Gladish, USA national executive, and Na-
tional Board Chair David Epperson note the
Asia Alliance and the World Alliance esti-
mate a three-year recovery effort will cost at
least $6 million. They are urging local asso-
ciations and individual YMCA members and
supporters to raise up to one-third of that to-
tal.

A video, “Tsunami 2004: YMCAs Re-
spond,” documents a trip to the region by sev-
eral YMCA volunteers and staff and offers a
quick glim9se of the magnitude of the disas-
ter’s impact and the Y’s role in helping com-
munities rebuild and face the future.
